How will this course be assessed and examined: 
The course is comprised of: 
● Component 1: Personal Portfolio (internally set) 60% of final grade 
● Component 2: Externally Set Assignment 40% of final grade

Component 1: Personal Portfolio Students will develop a portfolio of work demonstrating a range of skills, techniques, processes and techniques. This should be a visual journey demonstrating the student’s ability to sustain work from an initial starting point to a realisation. It should include evidence of their ability to research and develop ideas and link their work in a meaningful way to relevant critical/contextual materials. 
Component 2: Externally Set Assignment Students will produce a project in response to an externally set question paper. Following the preparatory period, students must complete 10 hours of unaided, supervised time to produce an outcome linked to their theme. 

Students work is assessed through four objectives: 

AO1: To develop ideas through investigations, demonstrating critical understanding of sources 
AO2: To refine work by exploring ideas, selecting and experimenting with appropriate media, materials, techniques and processes 
AO3: To record ideas, observations and insights relevant to intentions as work progresses 
AO4: To present a personal and meaningful response that realises intentions and demonstrates understanding of visual language

Exam Board: AQA
How will this course be assessed examined:
Unit 1: Personal Study (60% of A Level mark)
This Unit incorporates three major elements: supporting studies, practical work and a personal written study with a minimum of 1000 words. All three parts are equally connected and should demonstrate a detailed and ongoing project. Supporting studies may combine investigation and research for both the practical work and personal study, this will include all your sketch book work and anything completed in your portfolio. Work produced will be based around themes and subject matter developed from personal starting points.

Unit 2: Externally Set Assignment (40% of A Level mark)
This Unit is set by AQA and will be given to you in the form of an exam paper similar to AS Level. The theme is broad and the paper will suggest various starting points, to which you can add your own. Your work will be presented in a sketchbook and portfolio. This Unit culminates in a 15 hour exam.
All work is marked by your teachers and is moderated by an AQA examiner.
Students work is assessed through four objectives: 

AO1: To develop ideas through sustained and focused investigations, demonstrating critical and contextual understanding of sources
AO2: To explore and select appropriate resources, media, materials, techniques and processes, reviewing and refining ideas as work develops
AO3: To record ideas, observations and insights relevant to intentions, reflecting critically on work and progress
AO4: To present a personal and meaningful response that realises intention, where appropriate, makes connections between visual and other elements
