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Welcome to A Level Portuguese at St John Bosco College 

This Transition work is designed to help you to bridge the gap between your GCSE studies and A Level. 
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Why do Transition work?  
Preparation is crucial for studying A levels.  A levels require you to be an independent learner. Although 

you have fewer subjects, A levels require different study skills and the volume of work is greater due to the 

increased demand of depth and detail.  The exercises in this booklet will ensure that you are ready for the 

exciting challenges of becoming an A level student in September.  It may be necessary to complete some 

of the tasks on separate sheets of paper. You have the choice of either typing or handwriting your 

responses. Each subject will be slightly different, but they will all require you to use the skills you will need 

for A level: independent enquiry; evidence of reading around the subject and enthusiasm and interest.  

  

Is Transition work assessed?  
Yes. In September, your subject teacher will ask you for your Transition work and it will be assessed.  

Teachers will be able to diagnose your strengths and weaknesses and begin to support and challenge you

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Your A Level Portuguese course is  a two-year course. The A 
Level Portuguese examination will be at the end of your 
second year of study, as follows :  

Content and assessment overview  

The Pearson Edexcel Level 3 Advanced GCE in Portuguese (listening, reading and writing) consists of 
three externally-examined papers that assess listening, reading and writing skills. These assessments 
will be set and marked by Pearson.  

Paper 1: Translation into English, reading comprehension and writing (research  question in 
Portuguese  (*Paper code: 9PGO/01) 
Written examination: 2 hours 30 minutes   40% of the qualification   80 marks  
Assessment overview Students are not permitted access to a dictionary during the examination or 
any documentation related to their research  
The examination is made up of:  
Section A: Translation into English (20 marks) , Section B: Reading (20 marks) Section C: 
Writing (research question) (40 marks)  

  
Paper 2: Translation into Portuguese and written response to works (*Paper code: 9PG0/02)  
Written examination: 2 hours and 40 minutes    30% of the qualification   110 marks  
Assessment overview  
This paper includes a translation exercise and two essays either on one literary text and one film or on 
two literary texts.. 
Students are not permitted access to a dictionary or any documentation relating to the works during the 
examination. 
Section A: Translation into Portuguese (20 marks)   /  Section B: Written response to works 
(literary text) (45marks) 
Section C: Written response to works (film)  (45marks)  

  
Paper 3: Listening, reading and writing in Portuguese  (*Paper code: 9PG0/03)  
Written examination: 2 hours and 15 minutes   30% of the qualification   60 marks  
Assessment overview  
This paper includes a listening comprehension and a question that assesses listening, reading and 
writing skills together.  
Students are not permitted access to a dictionary during the examination.  
Section A: Listening comprehension (30 marks)  
A listening assessment based on a recording that features male and female Portuguese speakers. 
Students will respond to comprehension questions based on a variety of contexts and sources.  
Section B: Listening, reading and writing question (30 marks)  
Students summarise a listening source and a text that are based on the same sub-theme. Students 
then evaluate the points of view in both sources, stating which views they agree with and why.  
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Themes and sub-themes 

Papers 1, 2 and 3 will be based on content from the following four themes.  
The four themes address a range of content related to society past and present, as well as aspects of the political and artistic culture in 
the Portuguese-speaking world, i.e the countries/areas where Portuguese is an official language.  
Themes 1, 3, and 4 focus on aspects of the society and politics of Portugal only. Theme 2 focuses on aspects of the political and artistic 
culture of the Portuguese-speaking world, i.e. other countries and areas of the world where Portuguese is an official language as well 
as Portugal.  
   
1st year of study :

Theme 2: Cultura política e artística nos países de língua portuguesa  
Theme 2 is set in the context of the wider Portuguese-speaking world, i.e. countries/areas where Portuguese is an official language. This 
theme covers artistic culture (through music, festivals and traditions) and political culture past and present (through the media). If the 
research subject is chosen from this theme, it must focus on one of the countries/areas where Portuguese is an official language.
